18 Two-Color Cowl
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Finished Measurements
Circumference 26in/66cm.
Width 12in/30.5¢cm.

Materials
1 x 200g cake of Noro Bachi in #07 [MC).
1 x 150g cake of Noro Kanzashi in #01 (CC).
One size US 13/9mm circular needle, 24in/60cm long, or
size to obtain gauge.
Stitch marker.

Gauge
10 sts and 18 nds to 4in/10cm over Slip Stitch Pattern using
size US 13/9mm needle. TAKE TIME TO CHECK GAUGE

Glossa
To finish off an edge and keep stitches from unraveling by lifting the first sfitch over the
second, the second over the third, efc. (UK: cast off).
Maintain the rib pattem as you bind off (knit the knit sfitches; purl the purl
stitches) (UK: cast off in ribbing)
Form a foundation row by making specified number of loops on the knitting needle.

Reduce the number of stitches in a row (i.e., knit 2 together; purl 2 together).
Add to the number of stitches in a row (i.e., knit in front and back of stitch).
Insert the needle into the sitch as if you were going fo knit it.

Insert tip of LH needle from front to back under the strand between the lust stitch worked

and the next stitch on the needle. Knit into the back loop to increase one stitch.
With the needle tip, lift the strand between the last stitch worked and the
next stitch on lefthand needle and purl it. One purl stitch has been added.
Onsome charts, “nostitch” isindicated with shaded spaces where sfitches have been decreased
or not yet made. In such cases, work the stitches of the chart, skipping over the “no sfitch” spaces.
Loop a piece of contrasting yarn or a purchased stitch marker onto the needle.
Knit (or purl) into the loops along an edge.
Insert the needle info the stitch as if you were going to purl t.
Edge stitch that helps make seaming easier.
Skip specified number of stitches of the previous row and work info next sfitch (UK: miss).
Slip next two sts knitwise (purlwise), one at a time, fo righthand needle.
Insert tip of lefthand needle into fronts of these sts from left to right and knit/purl them together to
decrease one stifch.

In knitting, pass a stitch from the lefthand to the righthand needle as if to purl without
working it. In crochet, insert hook through loop or edge, yam over and pull through loop on hook
(UK: ss or sc).

Continue in specified pattern without increasing or decreasing (UK: work straight).

In knitting, make a new sfitch by placing the yarn over the righthand needle (UK: yfwd,

yon, ym). In crochet, wind yarn around hook. (UK: yoh or yrh).

Slip Stitch Pattern

(over an even number of sts)

Rnds 1 and 2 With MC, knit.

Rnd 3 With CC, *sl 1 wyib, k1; rep from * around.
Rnd 4 With CC, *sl T wyib, p1; rep from * around.
Rnds 5 and 6 With MC, knit.

Rnd 7 With CC, *k1, sl 1 wyib; rep from * around.
Rnd 8 With CC, *p1, sl 1 wyib; rep from * around.
Rep mds 1-8 for Slip Stitch Pattern.

Cowl
With MC, cast on 66 sts. Join, taking care not fo twist the sts.
Place marker for beg of md.

Begin Slip Stitch Pattern
Work ds 1-8 of slip st patt 6 times. Work ds 1-6 once
more. Bind off knitwise.

Finishing

Block to measurements.
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
